	Brief

	This brief will demand that you critically analyse how people “interact with and live with” their bikes within a domestic environment and the problems and opportunities this creates to develop new experiences.

In Urban conurbations cycling is becoming more and more popular for a multitude of reasons from health to green issues. This project focuses on “what do you do with your bike when you get home?”

You are asked to explore domestic indoor bike storage. This can be consider within the context that there are individuals, couples and families that do not have conventional storage spaces such as a garage or the traditional garden shed in which to store their bike(s). Leaving them locked outside is a risky business, as the Design Against Crime team will tell you! So what do they currently do and more importantly, with a little creative insight, what could they do?

The application of invisible paint is some way off and the bike as an art object may not suite everyone’s taste! You are therefore asked to go beyond purely mechanical solutions and consider how individuals currently “interact with and live with” their bikes within a domestic environment and the problems and opportunities this creates to develop new experiences.

To explore this brief it is essential that you consider the following:

· Who is the person that I am designing for? (Single person, person with partner or family)

· What type of domestic environment do they live in? (Shared house/flat, individual flat, or family house?)

· Why do they use their bike? (Reduce travel costs, green issues, health or lifestyle issues)

· How often do they use their bike? (Daily, weekly, weekend only)

· What type of bike do they ride?

· What bike related brands do they purchase? (Own label [for example Halfords], mainstream brands or specialist brands)

· What storage solutions exist already and what is good and bad about them?

· What impact will changing weather conditions have on indoor bike storage solutions?
